Many resources exist to easily find municipal information. Magazines and web sites are two of 
the most frequently accessed. The following pages will offer a brief look at where to find 
information you might not know existed, or additional places to look.   
 
Web sites 
When looking for information, local resources are a good start. The AYC web site, found at 
(http://ayc-yk.ca/) has updated information 
posted regularly, plus a document section with 
the Bylaws and Constitution, Policies, the 
Municipal Act-some of the foundation 
documents. At the bottom of the page you will 
find Quick Links to the most frequently used 
spots: Jobs, CTTS, and Local Government 
Directory. 
 

The Resources tab (http://ayc-

yk.ca/resources/municipal_links) has a 
number of links, including AYC 
Affiliate Associations. These 
organizations have a variety of 
articles and toolkits to access, such as 
found at AAMDC 
(http://www.aamdc.com/toolkits-initiatives-

UBCM, in partnership with CivicInfo BC 
(http://www.civicinfo.bc.ca/surveys.asp) and the Local 
Government Management Association of BC, 
conducts annual surveys of local government. 
Recreation related surveys are co-managed 
with the BC Recreation & Parks Association. 
Information on a wide number of topics, including permitting and licensing fees, recreational 
rental fees, and municipal tax rates is available by topic and by year.
